Manuscript Length (FRfiD&E X)

Research papers: up to 20 pages, research notes: up to 15 pages, essays on teaching innovations and
practices: up to 15 pages, review essays: up to 10 pages, and book reviews: up to 6 pages.
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General Formatting (FEAR)72EX)

English-language manuscripts must be written in Times New Roman, 10.5 points, formatted for A4-
sized paper. We suggest margins of 2 cm on all sides. Each page should have 50 lines of text.
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English-language research articles and research notes must have an abstract of about 300 words in
English, 10 points.
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Japanese-language manuscripts must be written in M S BJ&| 10.5 points, formatted for A4-sized
paper. Margins should be 2 cm on all sides. Each page should have 50 lines of text.
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Japanese-language research articles and research notes must have an abstract in Japanese (about 800
characters), as well as English (about 300 words), 10 points.
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Japanese-language manuscripts must have 3-5 keywords in Japanese and English. English-language

manuscripts must have 3-5 keywords in English.
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Manuscript Preparation  (BeFgJRFR D i)

On the top page of the manuscript, authors should clearly indicate the type of submission (research
article, research note, review article, book review, etc.)
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The title and subtitle should appear on the first page, along with the author or authors’ full names,
affiliation(s) (university and department/faculty), and current status (professor, associate professor,
Ph.D. student, etc.). Authors with kanji names should provide both their kanji names and the
romanization for their names.
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Section Titles and Subtitles (FH L)

The “Introduction” section should not have a section number.
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Section numbers should be written as follows:
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1. ®EXA ML
(1) gz A hv
(2) HizZ A hv

Figures and Tables (X%)

All figures and tables should have consecutive numbering and easy-to-understand titles. Do not wrap
text around figures and tables, but center them horizontally on the page. Add sources for all figures
and tables.
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Internet Sources (A v Z—X v b EOSZEEER)
All Internet-based sources must have access dates.
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References (Z2E3RR)

References should have the title “References” in 10.5 pt. Bold, Times New Roman. All entries listed
underneath will also be in 10.5 pt. Times New Roman (not bold) should have the same line spacing as
the main text of the paper. Please use a hanging indent of 5 spaces. You may choose your reference
style yourself (APA, Chicago, or MLA) according to the customs of your academic field.
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
